When people skip their prescriptions it impacts their health greatly and causes more problems later down the road.  Programs like the FamilyWize prescription drug discount card can help make prescriptions more affordable.”  
The FamilyWize prescription drug discount card is for individuals and families who do not have prescription insurance; or who are underinsured.  It is not health insurance, nor is it intended to replace insurance. Anyone can use it; there are no age or income restrictions.

To use the FamilyWize card, simply present it with your prescription at a participating pharmacy at the time of purchase.  Your cost will be the discount price with the FamilyWize card, or the pharmacy’s usual and customary prices, whichever is lower.  There is no application process or pre-qualification to use the card.
