WISCONSIN RAPIDS, WI – The United Way of Inner Wisconsin Board of Directors approved a plan to distribute $589,374 for 2012 local programming in south Wood and Adams Counties during its May 25, 2011 meeting.

Funding was focused around the top community priorities identified by area Vision Councils.  This focus is in accordance with United Way of Inner Wisconsin’s Community Impact Funding Model, and mission to identify and address our communities’ most vital human needs.
 “This is a very labor-intensive volunteer role,” said Tari Jahns, United Way of Inner Wisconsin’s CEO.  “The community impact volunteers spend hours reading program proposals and researching the best way to invest United Way dollars.  We are very proud of our volunteers and thank them for their hard work!”
The process begins with the Vision Councils, which include volunteers from local human service agencies, government agencies, health services, school districts, etc.  The gaps in services – or goals – are ranked by priority and could change every year. 

Next, the volunteer Review Panels attend meetings in April to listen to requests from those administering programs in south Wood and Adams Counties.  They make recommendations to the Community Impact Task Force, which makes a final recommendation to the United Way Board of Directors.  

The 2011 United Way campaign will begin September 1, 2011 and run until October 31, 2011; funds raised in this year’s campaign will be used to fund the 2012 programs.
